Patchy coverage; Also source for placenames – Pont wrote down Gaelic placenames phonetically

1 inch to 1000 yards – so fairly large scale. Good for abandoned settlements

Ordnance Survey Maps

1st edition:  1868-75. 2nd edition: 1898-1904. Sometimes show land uses; some quite large scale (eg 25”: mile). Some 1st ed. and full set of 2nd ed. in HC archives, but otherwise available on NLS website https://maps.nls.uk . Paper copies can be ordered from NLS. https://maps.nls.uk/os/. 
The 1st edition was linked to Survey Name Books, which indicate land use, and recorded what local people said about places. Name books available on microfilm in HC Archives and on the Scotlands Places website https://scotlandsplaces.gov.uk/digital-volumes/ordnance-survey-name-books.
Ordnance Survey Town Plans 1847-1895

Large scale (10 feet to a mile!) maps of 61 Scottish towns. Available on NLS website 
Inland Revenue Valuation maps and Field books

c. 1910 – WWI – a snapshot for that period. Based on 2nd edition OS map, but includes boundaries and landowners. Finished copies are in National Registers of Scotland, but working copies are in Highland Council Archives; Field books are held in the National Archives of Scotland.

Some listed or lodged in National Records of Scotland, some in Highland Council archives, some still with landowners, some on NLS website; A bit of detective work needed!
